“His vast experience in government and public administration will be of great value in
raising the level of our policy advocacy services, especially at the Ministry of Land,
Infrastructure, Transport and Tourism, and in raising the level of the entire energy

industry toward the realization of a ‘decarbonized society’,” said Kohara.
